Speedy Screwdiver

A while back I discovered a screwdriver made by Klein Tools Inc. that you may not have seen.  Klein 

calls this a rapi-driveá screwdriver.  It works great for trim screws.  A battery powered drill works to do 
the same job, but it is very easy to strip the threads or worse – break the screw or the part.  It‟s also 
heavy and requires a charged battery to function. 

 
The screwdriver is available with Phillips and Straight ends – I have used both.  The Phillips seems to 
work better than the Straight.  The Straight requires a lot more effort to keep it lined up correctly on the 
head of the screw, whereas the Phillips is self-centering. 
 

Klein makes several versions of the screwdriver: 
682-6  #2 Phillips (this is the one I use the most) 
681-6  #1 Phillips 
670-3 3/16" straight 
670-6  3/16" straight 
671-6 1/4" straight 

They also made some square tips but Corvairs don‟t have any square screws that I know of.  I‟m holding 
out for Clutch heads. 
 
So where do you get these screwdrivers?  They aren‟t usually in with the tools, because Klein markets 
to Electricians.  Look in the electrical section at your home improvement store.  Your better tool stores 
also carry them and, of course, they are available online.  They run about $10.  Lowes carries a knock-
off version for a dollar or two less, but I like the real Kleins.  They have the longest lasting and best fitting 
tips of any screwdriver I have used.
